Message to the Members from the President

Dear Members,

Those of you who were at the last meeting would be aware of the
issue raised by the Committee regarding the Club’s Constitution.

For those of you who were not in attendance, here is a brief update of
the situation.

At our last AGM, three motions were moved, seconded and then
voted on by the members. As the new Committee, we were not
notified of the proposed motions ahead of time and therefore had no
time to consider what was put forward. As a result, the new
Committee met to discuss the motions put forward and also
familiarise ourselves with the contents of the Club’s Constitution.

Clause 12 of the Constitution clearly states that any motions and/or
general business needs to be submitted to the Secretary of the
Committee in writing or electronically, 21 days prior to a special
general meeting, so that all members can be notified of the issues
and the date of the special general meeting.

Therefore, at the meeting on the 5th September 2009, the Committee
resolved to amend the previous minutes and rescind the incorrectly
passed motions so that they could be submitted and discussed in
accordance with the Club’s Constitution. In this way, all members can
be notified of the issues in advance, so that they can decide whether
or not to attend the next meeting. As a club, this has not been the
practice in the past but as a new Committee, this is the procedure
that we need to follow in the future in compliance with our
Constitution.

Due to the issues raised at the last meeting not being resolved, all
future general meetings have been temporarily suspended until the
Committee has considered and determined an appropriate way
forward. A special general meeting will then be called to discuss the
proposal.

Please note, on the 7th of October, Marc and Leigh from
the Marine Shop in Melton, will be at the club to discuss
boat maintenance, followed by as much fishing talk as you
like.
